Prior to the Procession the Laity light their candles from the 

Torchbearer’s candle, tipping their unlit candle to light from the 

Torchbearer’s lit candle. 

  

The Celebrant chants the Versicle: 

V: Let us go forth       in    peace. 

And the people respond, chanting: 

R: In the Name of Christ.      A-     men. 

 

The Organist introduces the Hymn.  

Hymn: TLH 102, “Oh, Come, All Ye Faithful” 

 

Station at the Crèche: 

The Procession stops at the Crèche and the Celebrant chants the 

Versicle: 

V: Unto us a Child is born. Halle-       lu-         jah! 

And the people respond, chanting: 

R: Unto us a Son is given. Halle-    lu-      jah! 

 

The Celebrant chants the Collect: 

Collect: Let us pray. Grant, we beseech Thee, Almighty God, that 

the new birth of Thine only-begotten Son in the flesh may set us 

free, who are held in the old bondage under the yoke of sin; through 

Jesus Christ, Thy Son, our Lord, Who liveth and reigneth with Thee 

and the Holy Ghost, ever one God, world without end. 

 

And the people respond, chanting: 

 
The Organist introduces the Hymn: 

Hymn: TLH 90 “Come, Your Hearts and Voices Raising” 

 

Station before the Altar: 

The Procession stops before the Altar and the Celebrant chants the 

Versicle: 

V: The Word was made flesh. Halle-       lu-         jah! 

And the people respond, chanting: 

R: And dwelt among us. Halle-    lu-     jah! 

 

The Celebrant chants the Collect: 

Collect: Let us pray. Almighty God, who hast given us Thine only-

begotten Son to take our nature upon Him, grant that we, being 

regenerate and made Thy children by adoption and grace, may daily 

be renewed by Thy Holy Spirit; through the same Jesus Christ, Thy 

Son, our Lord, Who liveth and reigneth with Thee and the Holy 

Ghost, ever one God, world without end. 

And the people respond, chanting: 

 
All may extinguish their Candles.
