An Excerpt from Luther’s Writings 

“The Lord points out here five things necessary to constitute true prayer. 

The first is God’s promise, which is the chief thing and is the 

foundation and power of all prayers. …The second requisite of true 

prayer, following that of God’s promise, is faith—that we believe the 

promise is true, and do not doubt that God will give what He 

promises. …The third requisite of true prayer is, that one must name 

definitely something that he brings to God or for which he prays; as for 

strong faith, for love, for peace, and for the comfort of his 

neighbor. …The fourth element in true prayer is that we must desire, 

or wish that the petition be granted, which is nothing but asking; …The 

fifth requisite of true prayer is, that we ask in the Name of Christ. This 

is nothing more than that we come before God in the faith of Christ and 

comfort ourselves with the sure confidence that He is our Mediator, 

through Whom all things are given to us.” From Martin Luther’s 

Sermon in the Church Postil for Rogate Sunday.

1. Jehovah, let me now adore Thee, 

For where is there a God such, Lord, as Thou?

1. If God Himself be for me,
