Therefore, we must above all things lay aside all hatred and 

abhorrence of this day, and exercise diligence that we may really desire 

to have our sins taken away. When this is done, we may not only calmly 

await the day, but with heartfelt desire and joy pray for it and say, ‘Thy 

kingdom come, thy will be done.’ In this you must cast aside all 

feelings and conceit, hold fast to the comforting words of Christ, and 

rest in them alone.”
