Otherwise there might be no means of
removing the misery; for neither human reason and power, nor even an
angel could rescue us from it. Thus, God has done away with the sins
of all men who believe on the Christ, so that henceforth it is impossible
for one to remain in sin who has this Savior, Who has taken all sins
upon Himself and blotted them out.” From Martin Luther’s Sermon in
the Church Postil for Cantate Sunday, 1523.
