of them, doth not leave the ninety- nine in the wilderness, and go after
that which is lost, until he find it, etc. Or what woman having ten pieces
of silver, if she lose one piece, doth not light a lamp, and sweep the
house, and seek diligently until she find it?’

Christ’s declaration, that He is the
shepherd and has laid our sins upon His back or shoulders, makes us
trust in Him fully, and makes publicans and other sinners run after Him.
These would not have come unto Him thus, had they regarded Him as
a hard and wrathful judge; for they had previously acknowledged
themselves to be sinners and in need of His grace. And so they were
drawn to Him when they heard His loving doctrine.” From the Church
Postil for the Third Sunday after Trinity Sunday.
